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Yuki Hatanaka has been working at Geospatial Information Authority of Japan (GSI,
formerly Geographical Survey Institute) since 1991 and is the manager of Space Geodesy
Research Division at current. His IGS-related activities so far include establishment of an
operational data center and a RNAAC of IGS at GSI, development and maintenance of
the RINEX compression format and software, and serving as a member of RINEX WG.
He has been involved in development and operation of GEONET, the nationwide GNSS
array of Japan operated by GSI, since early stage of its establishment in 1994. He has
engaged in R&D for improving the routine analysis system of GEONET and its
applications such as GPS meteorology.
